The Baltic American Institute invites undergraduate and beginning graduate students who are citizens of the Baltic States of Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania to apply for admission to the American Studies Program 2005.


The Program is an intensive and extensive seminar in American Studies that will expose the participants to American politics and government, the American economy, Civil Rights and Ethnic Relations in America, and American Foreign Relations.  A normal day will include structured lectures in the morning by university faculty who are experts in the respective areas.  The afternoon will be given over to field trips to nearby historical sites and to Washington, D.C., as well as free time to visit the City of Frederick.

The program dates are from 28 June to 14 July 2005 (the first and last days are travel days).  The program participants will stay at Hood College, Frederick, Maryland.   Hood College, established in 1893, is a small, vibrant liberal arts college offering 28 undergraduate programs and master degrees in ten professional areas.  Over one thousand students are presently enrolled at Hood College.  The college has a wide range of physical activity facilities, including a swimming pool and tennis courts, which will be available for use by the participants.


The Institute will provide funding to successful applicants to cover the following:  tuition and fees for the program, room and board for the term of the program, and a cash stipend of $400.00 U.S. to assist with personal expenses.  Each participant is responsible for purchasing his/her own air tickets.  Each participant must also obtain the necessary visa to enter the United States; however, the Institute will provide each participant with directions to expedite this process.  Each participant is also required to purchase medical insurance to cover the full cost of medical treatment related to illness, accident, injury, toothache, and related conditions of the mouth and provide proof of said insurance.  Finally, each participant will also be responsible for purchasing all required textbooks and supplies.  The Institute will provide each participant with a list of these and make them available for purchase at the program.  The cost of books, however, will not exceed $100.00 U.S., and the Institute will endeavor to keep this cost as low as possible.


All applications must be submitted by 1 March 2005, and the successful applicants will be advised of their awards by 1 April 2005.  The attached application should be sent by mail to Thomas E.
